Maybe a new hybrid vehicle isn’t
in your future.

The Consumer Federation of
America offers these top 10 tips,
which can save you 20% or more
on fuel costs. Consider these
simple things you can do to drive green, while saving some green!

Clean it out! Still carrying around the kids’ sports gear after the
season? For every 100 extra pounds carried, your vehicle loses
1%-2% in fuel efficiency. Clean out the trunk and save 4 cents per
gallon, for every 100 pounds of weight removed.

Slow it down! For every 5 mph you reduce highway speed, you
can reduce fuel consumption by 7%. Cost savings? 19 cents a
gallon by reducing speed from 60 mph to 55 mph.

Smooth it out! The more you’re able to drive at a constant rate
(known as hypermiling), the better your gas mileage with potential
gas savings of 33% on the highway and 5% around town. This
can make a big impact, with an average 48 cents a gallon
savings.

Make sure your tires are properly filled and
save 8 cents per gallon in fuel efficiency. Under-inflation by as
little as 7½ pounds results in a loss of 2.8% in fuel efficiency.

Clean it up! Did you know a clean air filter can improve gas
mileage by as much as 10%? This can save you 28 cents a
gallon.

Give your brake a rest! Riding with your foot on the brake not
only wears out brakes but can also increase gas consumption by
as much as 35%. Lighten up and save a whopping 96 cents a
gallon.

Tune it up! A properly tuned engine can improve mileage by 4%,
resulting in 11 cents a gallon savings.

Cap it! It is estimated that nearly 17% of cars on the road have
broken or missing gas caps, which not only reduces gas mileage
but may harm the environment through evaporation. A new cap
can saves you 2 cents per gallon.
